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The North European Volleyball Zonal

Association was founded in 2002, and the
following National Federations are members:

Denmark, Greenland, Faroe Islands, Iceland,
Finland, Sweden and Norway. NEVZA is
recognized by FIVB and CEV as a Zonal
(Regional) Association.

NEVZA General Assembly in Izmir

1: Administration The president and the

General Secretary of The Faroe Islands

Volleyball Associaton were re-elected during
the last NEVZA General Assembly held in
Izmir. The seat of the NEVZA is in TORSHAVN
(Faroe Islands) and the Secretariat is situated
at Flogbdltssamband Fgroya, Postboks 1021,
FO-110 TORSHAVN. All activity within NEVZA
is taking place after approval of FIVB and CEV
according to their regulations.

2: Meetings

The General Assembly in 2009 took place in

Izmir during the CEV — Congress.

of NEVZA during the NEVZA meeting

All member countries were presented except
Norway, that was presented by proxy to
Sweden.

Some important decisions for the
development of NEVZA were taken. The U-17
and U-19 Championships will continue in the
future. This goes for the Club Championships
as well.

The interest from the member countries to
participate and from the clubs is ever
growing, and the level of the volleyball as
well. The upcoming Championships this year
have seen the highest entery ever.

At the meeting the member countries were
urged to invite clubs from the other countries
to volleyball events at both national and club
level. The NEVZA administration will follow up
on and arrange the communication.

Other Countries are interested in joining
NEVZA. England especially. All the member
countries agree on England joining NEVZA.
This matter has been put on hold for the
moment, as another Zonal Association is
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under construction. England has been told by
NEVZA, that they are still welcome to join, but
due to the great interest from the member
countries to join the Championships, it has
not been possible to invite England as guests.
We await the development

There was some discussion on the matter of a
new logo. No decision was made, but the
NEVZA administration should work on the
matter. A new proposed logo along with a
brand new webpage was presented at the
Tecnical meeting in Stockholm.

The Technical meeting was held in
Stockholm the 5™ of November in 2009. This
meeting was a follow up to the General

Assembly in Izmir. Present were all the
member countries except Greenland. England
was present as well.

It is decided, that this Technical meeting will
take place every year after the General
Assembly so that decisions taken at the
General Assembly can be implemented.

According to the proposal from Denmark
regarding the future work in NEVZA, that was
decided at the General Assembly in Madrid in
2008, there will be formed 4 workingroups,
that will work with: Development and
education, NEVZA Championships, Nordic Club
Finals and Nordic Beachvolley. At the
Technical meeting it was decided, that we will
continue competitions for U-19 and U-17. A
scedule for the next 20 years was approved.
The regulations for these Championships
were discussed and changed and will be put
foreward for approval at the next General
Assembly.

The Nordic Club Championship is a succes.
Countries from Balticum and England have

been invited, but in the future the aim is to
have these Championships for the NEVZA
Countries only, as the aim is to boost the
interest within the membercountries. The
preleminary rounds are arranged over a
weekend in October/November and the finals
are in the end of January.

Technical meeting in Stockholm

There is a great will to arrange Championships
for U-15. These Championships could be
arranged in April/May problably as Club-
Championships. This would make it possible
for the youngsters to stay active in Volleyball
longer. The work with this proposal will
continue, and it will be on the agenda for the
next General Assembly.

The next General Assembly is during the CEV-
Congress and will be held either before or
after the Congress, so that it shall not
interfere with other matters within CEV.

3. www.nevza.com is the new

homepage, that is under construction. It was

presented at the Technical meeting in
Stockholm in November. With it came the
new logo for NEVZA.



The new logo resembles a compas, that points north.
The colours are neutral to the member countries.

The web-page is arranged according to the
activity within NEVZA. It will give the
necessary information to guests, news, results
and will be the official communication for the
member countries when it comes to
Championships, regulations, official forms etc.
We truely hope, that this new web-page will
bring the membercountries closer together,
will bring more activity to NEVZA and expose
our activities to others.

4. Education and development

“We are happy to invite you to participate in
our Pro HVT - |International Volleyball
Coaching Clinic 2010.”

This invitation was sent out by Finland early in
2010 to the members of NEVZA. Finland is in
charge of development and education within
NEVZA.

The Clinic took place in Varala Sport Insitute
from the 19" of Mars to the 21° of Mars. The
main subject was: “Coaching philosophy
between men and women — Is there any
differences?” Hugh McCutcheon USA men’s
team coach Olympic gold medal winner in
2008 and now USA women’s coach lead the
Clinic.

4. NEVZA competitions in 2009

U-19 Championships for girls and boys were

hosted by Denmark, in the town of lkast on
the 13" — 15™ of October.

For the boys there
were 6 teams, that were arranged in 2 groups.
They were ranked according to last years
results.

GIRLS: All the teams played each other. After
the first matchday, it was clear, that especially
Denmark and Sweden would challenge for the
gold, but Norway had other plans.

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The first day, Denmark and Sweden had won
resp. Faroe Islands and Norway, but on day
two Norway managed to win Denmark in a
very tight and wellplayed match. The result
was 3-2. The final set ended 18-16 to Norway!

There
Denmark won a tight match against Sweden
3-2. England was well beaten by Norway in
the other semifinal, so the final was all set for
the two best teams in the Championships.

The final started well for Denmark, as they

managed to win the tight first set 26-24. But
after that it was all Norway, and the final
result was 3-1 to the guests.

Women’s Club Championships were held in

Somero (Finland). The 4 participating teams
were: Engelholm (Swe), Holte (Den), Somero
(Fin), Tallin (Est).
